ICTU CONDEMNS FUTILITY OF VIOLENCE

The Northern Ireland Committee of the Irish Congress of Trade Unions unreservedly condemns the reckless attack on a Newry Courthouse last night.

Peter Bunting, Assistant General Secretary of the ICTU commented: “The people responsible for this attack on a public building, and their reckless endangerment of police officers and the general public, places them beyond the pale of common sense and political reality.  .

“The people of Northern Ireland want a political system which represents them and delivers for them – delivering jobs, public services and accountable and efficient policing and justice. This is the reality which has been recognised by almost all of the armed groups in our society.

“We in the trade union movement are proud of our role in facilitating the full embrace of peaceful and democratic means by former paramilitaries. Today, we call on those who are wedded to armed struggle to consider the futility of the tactic and meaningfully engage with the democratic process which is supported by the vast majority of all of our citizens.”
